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Japanese Government arranges the Scholarship titled as
“Japanese Need Based Scholarship Programme” to
the deserving students of the University.

13.5 Merit Gold Medals & Certificates

i) A Merit Gold Medal will be awarded by the
University to each student securing the first position,
in order of merit at the final B.E. Civil, Urban,
Mechanical, Textile, Industrial & Manufacturing,
Electrical, Telecommunication, Computer &
Information Systems, Electronics, Petroleum and
Automotive & Marine Engineering Examinations.

ii) A Merit Gold Medal will be awarded by the
University to such student securing the first position,
in order of merit, at the final BCIT Examination.

iii) A Merit Gold Medal will be awarded by the
University to such student securing the first position,
in order of merit, at the final B. Arch. Examination.

13.1 University Merit Award

a) It shall be awarded to the first, second and the third
student in each department in order of merit on the
basis of his/her Annual Examination result of each
academic year.

b) The value of the Merit Award will be:

i) First student in order of merit Rs. 4000/-
per annum

ii) Second student in order of merit Rs. 3000/- 
per annum

iii)Third Student in order of merit Rs. 2500/- 
per annum

13.2 Assistance Scholarship

a) The Assistance Scholarship is awarded, subject to
availability of funds, to provide monetary assistance
to needy students, and is of the value of Rs. 4000/-
per annum.

b) The Vice-Chancellor shall have the discretion to
select students for award of Assistance Scholarship
by taking into consideration the financial and other
circumstances, the academic record and conduct of
the students.

13.3 Other Scholarships

Several other Scholarships are available for the
meritorious and/or deserving students of this
University. Besides University Assistance, 467
private Scholarships were awarded to First, Second,
Third, Pre Final & Final Year Students of all
disciplines in the previous years.

Note: Absence from or failure in a University Examination,
lack of progress and assiduity in studies, breach of
discipline or reprehensible conduct shall entail the
loss of scholarships granted to any student.
