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14.1 Medical Centre

Medical Centre provides routine medical facilities.

A qualified doctor is incharge of the Medical

Centre who is assisted by a lady doctor and para-

medical staff.

14.2 Physical Education

University Sports complex headed by Manager

Physical Education provides facilities for athletics,

badminton, cricket, football, table tennis, hockey,

physical fitness & basket ball.

14.3 Duty Society

The Society gives interest free loans to the students

in need of financial help. The terms of such

loans and application forms may be obtained

from the Secretary of the Society.

14.4 Lending Library & Book Bank

 Text books are issued at nominal charges to the

needy students for one academic year on their

enrolling as member of the Lending Library and

Book Bank. The books are required to be returned

to the Library Book Bank at the end of the

academic year.

14.5 University General Store

There is a University General Store on the Campus

for meeting the general stationary requirements

of the students. It works on a no-profit basis and

is managed by a committee of members from the

teaching staff.

14.6 Identity Cards

All students are required to carry and produce

original identity cards whenever required.

14.7 Plain Paper Copiers

Copies of documents can be obtained from PPC

at nominal cost.

14.8 Accommodation

 The University has one residential hall situated

adjacent to the Campus named: Muhammad Bin

Qasim Hostel. The hostel has the following

common facilities: Common Room, Prayer Hall,

Warden�s Office and Room. The accommodation

in the residential hall is mainly for non-residents

of Karachi and is allocated by the Committee

appointed by the Vice-Chancellor. Every applicant

for accommodation in the hall is required to apply

on the prescribed form, obtainable from the

National Bank of Pakistan, NED Branch, well

before the commencement of the academic session

each year except for the fresh entrants who shall

apply as soon as they are selected for admission.

Resident students are required to comply with all

conditions of residence as prescribed by the

University.

14.9 Transport

Shuttle Bus transport may be provided by the

University from convenient points. The places

and charges are determined by the University and

notified as such.

14.10 Boys� Common Room

The Boys� Common Room is provided with the

facilities of indoor games, telephone and necessary

reading material.

14.11 Girls� Common Room

A Girls� Common Room is also available. It is

properly furnished with necessary comforts such

as attached bath/powder room. A maid servant

is also provided to the girls� common room.
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
