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· Additional Mathematics
· Computer Science
Applicants must have passed B.Sc. (Pass)
Examination in 1st Division/Class in 2008-
09 and HSC (Pre-Engineering) / Equivalent
Qualification with at least 60% aggregate
marks, (For Equivalence Certificate of
Foreign Examination– see 7.4 below).

7.3(iv) Students of the NED University
(if applicable)
Students already admitted in any discipline
of this University are not eligible to seek
admission again in First Year in any
Undergraduate Programme of the
University. However only those students
who get their admissions withdrawn/
cancelled, before beginning of the admission
process, i.e. Pre-admission Entry Test or
submission of Application Forms for
admission whichever is earlier, may apply
a fresh and will be considered for admission,
if otherwise eligible.

7.4 Equivalence of Foreign Examinations

7.4(i) Candidates having passed Cambridge/
London / Oxford General Certificate of
Examination; Advanced level in the subjects
of Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics (or
Biology for Bioengineering and Medical
Engineering only) do not require equivalence
certificate.

7.4(ii) Candidates having passed two years
Pre-University Examination at 11th and
12th grades or 12th and 13th / OAC Grades
(or similar Examinations) only the subjects
of Mathematics or Biology (in case of
Pre-Medical), Physics and Chemistry must
obtain equivalence certificate from Registrar
office of the NED University prior
to submission of the Application Form for
admission.

7.4(iii) Equivalent Examination: For an equivalent
Examination recognized as such by this
University in which only marks (in
numerical figures) are given then equivalent
percentage shall be determined by
subtracting 14% from the marks obtained
by a candidate in the subjects of
Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry.

7.1 Eligibility Conditions

Applicants who fulfill the following conditions are
eligible to apply for admission under categories of
Regular and Self-Finance Schemes Chapter 8
(Scheme and Categories) of this Prospectus.

7.2  Domicile

Applicants must be domiciled in Sindh Province
except if mentioned otherwise.

7.3 Pre-Requisite Qualification

Applicants must posses any of the following
qualifications:

7.3(i) Higher School Certificate (HSC) Pre-
Engineering (Physics, Chemistry and
Mathematics) OR Equivalent  Foreign
Examination Certificate with Physics,
Chemistry and Mathematics, (For
Equivalence Certificate of Foreign
Examination– see 7.4 below).

Applicants must have passed HSC (Pre-
Eng ineer ing) /Equ iva len t  Fore ign
Examination in 2009 or earlier but not before
2006, with at least 60% aggregate marks for
all categories of admission under Regular
& Self Finance Scheme (except the categories
R-6, R-7(a), R-7(b) and R-15 where the
minimum score shall be 55% marks).

7.3(ii) Higher School Certificate (HSC) Pre-
Medical (Physics, Chemistry and Biology)
OR Equivalent Examination Certificate with
Physics, Chemistry and Biology, (For
Equivalence Certificate of Foreign
Examination – see 7.4 below). -Only for
Medical Engineering and Bioengineering
disciplines.
Applicants must have passed HSC
(Pre-Medical)/Equivalent Examination in
2009 or earlier but not before 2006, with at
least 60% aggregate marks for Regular and
Self Finance Scheme.

7.4(iv) Letter Grades: For an equivalent
Examination recognized as such by this
University in which both the letter grades
and marks are given then equivalen
percentage shall be determined on the basis
of letter grades with equivalent percentage
to HSC (Pre-Engineering) in the  subject of
Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry
as follows:

7.5 Pre-Admission Entry Test

7.5(i) Applicants are required to take Pre-
admission Entry Test of this University
which shall be of HSC level in the subjects
of English, Physics, Chemistry and
Mathematics/Biology. The minimum score
for qualifying/passing the Entry Test shall
be 40 marks under all categories of
admission except the categories R-6,
R-7(a), R-7(b), R-14 and R-15 where the
minimum score shall be 36 marks.

7.5(ii) Foreigners and Overseas Pakistani may take
SAT examination in lieu of Pre-Admission
Entry Test in SAT I and SAT II in Physics,
Chemistry and Mathematics/Biology. The
minimum score acceptable by this university
as qualifying shall be 800 and 1500 in
SAT I and  SAT II respectively.

7.5(iii) Each nominee under category from R-11(a)
to R-14 and SF-7 must be certified by the
nominating authority that he/she has
qualified Pre-Admission Entry Test
conducted by a recognised university/
authority except those who qualify under
7.5(i) or 7.5(ii) above.

Note: Satisfying any of the above mentioned
clauses does not guarantee admission which
subsequently will be subject to merit and other
eligibility conditions as given in this Prospectus.
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
